3 funding levels of Shine:

Spark funds are for short-term projects
that are ready in 3-6 months and look to
spark immediate positive change that can
be leveraged into long-term benefits for
the community. Spark awards require a
25% funding match.

Ji Amplifier award -
() Up to $50,000

Amplifier funds will help launch projects
within 6 months and will have a
measurable impact on the community.
Amplifier awards require a 50% funding
match.

% Transformer award -
Up to $100,000

Transformer funds are for projects that target
broader community issues, that generally
occur over longer timelines and are ready to
launch within 12 months. Transformer
awards require a dollar for dollar match.
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
